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SPORTS FOR THE WORLD’S CHILDREN TO HOST 10TH ANNUAL

“THEY ARE WORTHY” BENEFIT SOFTBALL TOURNAMENT

SAN FRANCISCO, May 8, 2007 – The Sports for the World’s Children Foundation (SWC) will host its 10th annual “They Are Worthy” benefit softball tournament the weekend of July 14 and 15 at Moscone Playground in San Francisco. Format will be round robin and/or double elimination for the coed comp and rec divisions, and men’s DD/C divisions. Participants are asked to bring any used and new sports equipment to support their cause: All donated equipment and proceeds from the tournament go to providing kids (and communities and schools) with much needed sports equipment, facilities, skills clinics, and mentoring programs. Equipment needed includes baseballs, bases, basketballs, bats, batting gloves, catchers' gear, Frisbees, hats, mitts, soccer balls, softballs, sports trading cards, sports uniforms (at least five alike), volleyballs, volleyball nets, etc. Entry forms can be found at www.swcfounation.org.
Last year a total of 15 teams participated in the three divisions of the tournament, and participants donated several hundred pounds of sports equipment.

This equipment was later transported to communities in Mexico, and delivered to more than 2,800 children in 22 schools, leagues, and sports clubs in dire need of sports equipment through SWC’s “Communities Play” sports equipment distribution and volunteer program in October and November of 2006. Fourteen volunteers from California, Washington, Ohio, and Michigan traveled to Mexico with SWC to help with the sports equipment distribution effort and provide skills instruction and training, and Alaska Airlines donated extra cargo space needed to transport the equipment.
